“I’'m obviously tired just now. | was also tired after the match we played last week
that’s why it’s important for me to get matches like these, in the long run. It’s a lot
tougher to play a three-hour match than to train for three hours.”

“It was very similar to the one in Monte Carlo except | was the one who had the
chances there and today he had more chances to win. | feel like it was more aggressive
at the end of the second set and the third set. He was great but | played a good tie
break.”

“It’s always difficult to say but I’'m getting closer to being at my best level. | think last
week was a tough loss for me but | still played some good tennis. Today some parts |
wasn’t happy with me game and some parts | was very pleased. The consistency needs
to be better. Hopefully that comes with playing and winning more matches.”

“1 think a lot of people said the last six-seven years the game is too physical if a young
player is to come true and do well but | disagree with that. In the last couple of years
we’ve had guys like Kyrgios, who won against Rafa at Wimbledon when he was
something like 18-19, Zverez has had some big wins and | think he was in the top 20
when he was 19. | think if you’re good enough you can get to the top at a young age. A
lot more of the younger players are starting to do better than was the case six-seven
years ago when there weren’t many players under 20 in the top 100. If you have the
right mentality, the right work ethic and talent, that helps. A lot of people were saying
there’s no chance for young players to get to the top until they are in their mid-
twenties but this hasn’t been the case in the last 18 months or two years. | think this
generation of younger players is very talented.”

“Thiem plays very well on clay. All of his matches this week have been fairly quick, he’ll
be fresh. He’s one of the best players in the world. | don’t think we’ve ever played on
clay before, | think we’ve played once on hard court in Miami a couple of years ago.
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He’s played very well the last 18 months. He’s had some big wins, he’s improving all
the time. He made it to the semis of the French Open last year so he’s going to be a
very tough opponent.”

“It’s nice to be back | don’t think I’'ve been to the semifinals here before. | want to try
and reach the final. This is one of the best clay court events on the tour, not in terms of
points and prize money but the history. This tournament has been around a long time,
a lot of great players have played here and won here in the past.”

“I get advice from Jamie but nothing special about this event. He was very positive
about me coming here to play when | was deciding on whether to come here or go to
Budapest. You generally get good weather, god courts, really good matches...”

[On the causes he supports as a UNICEF Ambassador]: “I think the causes you support
can change, normally it comes from things that affect you. A few years ago two people
in British tennis, one of them was my best friend, had cancer so at that time | did a
couple of things related to raising money for cancer. With UNICEF we’ve done some
things for the refugees. Last year some of the images and photographs I've seen in the
newspapers and the press...| just became apparent. That’s why | did some stuff for
that. I've done some things for animals because | always had dogs growing up. Things
that personally affect you, you tend to feel stronger.”
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
